(enter at 395 Purcey St, Fort Worth) beginning at 8:30 am. All floats and vehicles must be in place by 10:00 am.

THE POLICE WILL SHUT DOWN ALL STREETS ON THE PARADE
ROUTE FROM PANTHER ISLAND TO THE TARRANT COUNTY
COURTHOUSE THROUGH DOWNTOWN TO 5t STREET FROM 10:00
AM until the parade ends (about 1230).
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This means Foot Traffic Only for Businesses anywhere on Commerce,
Main or Houston Streets downtown from West Weatherford Street at the Court
House to E.6" Street and West Belknap Street to North Henderson Street.

The full parade route will be closed
We are sorry for the temporary inconvenience but encourage you to take advantage of
this opportunity to watch the parade in honor of those veterans who have patriotically
served and are now serving our country. Additionally, this is a chance to publicly
recognize the JROTC students that will serve our country in the future.
